Dear Parents

We have been notified by the police that there have been several attempts in the area recently, to entice children into a car.  Without wishing to alarm the children too much, we will remind them about keeping safe, but would you also be extra vigilant and report anything suspicious to the police.
On a further safety note, would you be kind enough to close gates at the front of the school when you leave the site each day.  We want to keep the children safe.

If you feel you would be able to help us in any way,  e.g. providing a few hours to help us prepare the area or supply plants, please let us know.
